Its unique,
remarkably well-preserved townscape illustrates a key stage in the blending of these
two distinct cultural traditions.”

Day 01- Luang Prabang (Dinner)
Upon arrival meet and greet at Luang Prabang Airport then transfer to hotel. Then off to
your tour, visit Stupa of Wat Visoun and the shrine of Wat Aham, Wat Mai, then climb
climb to the top of Mount Phousi for a panoramic view of the city at sunset and the
Mekong River. Shopping stop at the famous Night Market where you can find selection of
handmade textiles made by local and hill tribe people surrounding Luang Prabang. Dinner
at a local restaurant in the city. Overnight at hotel of your choice.

Day 02 - Pak Ou Cave (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)
After breakfast, visit the City’s oldest Temple of Wat Sene and the magnificent Wat
Xienthong with classical Laotian architecture. Embark on a cruise on the Mekong River with
breathtaking views of the tranquil countryside then explore the mysterious Pak Oou Caves.
Two linked caves crammed with thousands of gold lacquered Buddha statues of various
shapes and sizes left by devoted pilgrims. Stop by a village Ban Xanghai where local “Rice
Wine” is produced continue to Ban Phanom another village well known for its “Hand
Weaving”. Overnight at hotel of your choice.

Day 03— departure (Breakfast)
Breakfast at hotel. Visit the National Museum (close Tuesday) at the former Royal Palace
with displays reflecting the rich Lao culture dating from the days of the early kings right
through the last sovereign. Transfer to airport for flight departure home.
