Day  1  – SANDAKAN/SEPILOK  ORANG  UTAN/LABUK  BAY/SEPILOK 
JUNGLE RESORT     (LUNCH/DINNER) 
Early morning pick up from your hotel/airport in Sandakan, drive to Sepilok Orang Utan 
Rehabilitation Centre, proceed to feeding platform and watch a video presentation about the 
Orang Utan (25mins) at the Nature Education Centre and to continue with a visit to the 
Exhibition Hall. Lunch en route. After lunch, transfer to Labuk Bay Proboscis Monkey 
Sanctuary which is located at the centre of mangrove forest along the coastal land near 
Samawang Village at Labuk Bay, Sandakan. Here is the best spot to have a closer look at 
the unique primates. In spite of that, there is also a chance to see Silver Leaf Monkey, Pig 
tailed Macaque, Oriental Pied Hornbill, Otter, White-bellied Woodpecker and Kingfishers. 
Dinner will be serve and overnight at Sepilok Jungle Resort.  
Day 2‐ SANDAKAN NATURE CITY/AIRPORT     (BREAKFAST/LUNCH) 
After breakfast, depart for Sandakan Nature City Tour includes a visit to Sandakan 
Memorial Park, which is adjacent to the site of the original Sandakan Prisoner of War 
(POW) Camp, the Puu Jih Shih Buddhist Temple, the oldest church in Sabah of St. 
Michael’s Church which offer a panoramic view of Sandakan’s Bay and Town Centre, 
Central market, here you can see the local produce and fresh seafood being sold and Agnes 
Keith Museum to learn about the life in the colonial days  Before we call it as an end of the 
day, we will stop by at the nearby English Tea House . Transfer back to respective hotel or 
onwards flight after lunch.
