• The Kuala Lumpur Tower is a tall tower located in Kuala Lumpur, 
Malaysia. Its construction was finished in 1994. It is used for 
communication purposes and features an antenna that reaches 
421 m (1,381 ft), which currently makes it the eighteenth tallest 
freestanding tower in the world. The roof of the pod is at 335 m 
(1,099 ft). 

 
• Chinatown, based in Petaling Street is also known as 'Chee 

Cheong Kai' (Starch Factory Street), a reference to its roots as a 
tapioca-producing district. Deeply immersed in Oriental culture, 
heritage and history, Chinatown is undoubtedly one of the most 
popular tourist spots in Malaysia.
