Day 1: Brunei  Singapore (suggested flights on Royal Brunei) Singapore  Turkey (meals on 
board) 
Assemble at Brunei airport for your flight to Singapore.  Transit at Singapore Changi Airport . 
Proceed on your connecting flight on Turkish Airlines TK 67 departing at 1110pm . 
 

Day 2 Arriving Istanbul early morning 615am  – Bursa (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)  
Welcome to Istanbul-the only city built on two continents: Asia and Europe.  
Upon arrival, depart by ferry to Yalova city located in northwestern Turkey, on the eastern coast of the 
Sea of Marmara. After which drive to Burse for a visit to Ulucami (great Mosque), the largest in bursa 
with twenty domes arranged in four rows of five supported by twelve columns. It’s also features the most 
striking example of Ottoman Art and impressive Calligraphic Wall decoration. Next, take a drive to 
Cumalikizik Village located 10 kilometers west of the Bursa. The villager has maintained its historical 
character and present one of the finest examples of the early ottoman Architectures. Next, visit the Green 
Mosque and the Green Tomb, which got its name from its beautiful green tile decoration. Then visit 
Ozdilek Factory a leading towel and bathrobe producer in Turkey among the 10 largest producers in the 
world. Overnight at Bursa.  
 

Day 3: Bursa – Kusadasi (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)  
This morning, drive to Kusadasi, a town in the Aegean Cost of Turkey Cost of Turkey. Visit the House of 
Maryam, where she believed to have spent her last years. Dinner and overnight at Kusadasi.   
 

Day 4: Kusadasi – Selcuk – Pamukkale (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)  
Set off for Selcuk and explore Ephesus, one of the world’s most outstanding archaeological sites. Walk in 
its well-preserve Marble streets to Library of Celsuis, the Odeon, Grand Theaters,  Temple of Hadrian, 
Roman bath and more. Continue your journey to Pamukkale, meaning “cotton’ in Turkish. Visit the 
Magical and Unique Terraces and Castle created by deposit of White Limestone from Thermal Springs. 
Dinner and overnight at Richmond Thermal Pamukkale Hotel. 
 

Day 5: Pamukkale – Konya – Cappadocia (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)  
Today, travel to Konya, visit the Ancient Caravanserai ‘Hotel for ancient traders and travel’. Next visit 
The Blue-Green Domed Melvana Museum, which used to be cloister for Mevlevi Dervishes. Continue 
journey to Cappadocia. Dinner and overnight at Cappadocia. 
 

Day 6: Cappadocia (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)  
The unique landscape of Cappadocia evolved from the erosion of the ash sedimentation by rain, snow 
wind and scupting of the land into countless “Fairy Chimneys”. Be enchanted by the underground city of 
Kaymakli, once a place for 15000 Christian Refugee who were under persecution in the 7th century. See 
their bedrooms, Church, Meeting Hall and Food Storage Rooms. Next, visit a local Winery, for some wine 
tasting. See fascinating Frescoed Rock Churches and Chapels at Goreme Open-Air Museum. Photo 
Stops will be at uchisar “Castle” Village, a fantasyland of strange and wonderful works of man and 
natures. Visit one of the local Cave House. Proceed to Avanos Pottery Village, set on the banks of 
Kizilimark(red River). Overnight at Cappadocia. 
 

Day 7: Cappadocia – Ankara – Bulu (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)  
This morning travel to Ankara – capital of Turkey. Enjoy a scenic drive as we pass the Picturesque Salt 
Lake, largest lake in Turkey. Lunch at Gar Reataurant, Our Ankara sightseeing highlights the magnificent 
Ataturk mausoleum. Kocatepe mosque is the largest mosque in Ankara, Turkish’s capital. It was built 
between 1967 and 1987 in the Kocatepe quarter in Kizalay, and its size and prominent situation have 
made it a landmark that can be seen from almost anywhere in central Ankara. Proceed to The Enchanting 
Town of Bolu Koru Hotel. 
 

Day 8: Pamukkale – Konya – Cappadocia (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)  
Upon arrival in Istanbul, commence on your Istanbul sightseeing covering Hippodrome Square, St 
Stophia Museum. Next, proceed to Istanbul imperial mosque of Sultan Ahmed I is called the Blue 
Mosque, the largest religious complex. Then visit Topkapi Palace, a museum palace with wide collection 
of porcelains, treasuries and more. It is shopping time at the 500 years old Grand Bazaar, Which has 
more than 4000 shops selling local products such as leather apparels, jewelry, handicrafts. Specially 
arrange tonight, experience dine in an originally designed mosque kitchen that is almost half a 
millennium next to the picturesque Suleymaniye Mosque. Overnight in Instabul. 
 

Day 9: Istanbul  Singapore departing Turkish Airline TK66 1135pm    
Transfer for Bosphorus Cruise, Sopice Market and Grand Bazaar. Lastly visit The Nmosque and Turbe 
(Funerary Mausoleum) of Ayyub Al-Ansari. Bid farewell to Turkey and be transferred to the airport for 
your flight to Singapore . 
 

Day 10: Arriving Singapore at 330pm . Connecting flight Singapore  Brunei (suggested flights on Royal 
Brunei)
