Sep12: Brunei✈ Singapore ✈ Beijing (Meal on board)  
SQ181 1220–1430 & SQ810 1720–2330 

Please assemble 2½ hours at Brunei airport for your connecting flight to Beijing. Please be 
on time as counter will close 45minutes before flight departure. Upon arrival at Beijing 
International Airport, meet and greet by local guide and transfer to hotel. 

 

Sep13: Beijing (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner) 
Welcome to Beijing. 1st visit is to Tiananmen Square – the largest city square in the 
World. See the National Theater in its unique steel egg shaped structure.  Proceed to 
the Forbidden City also known as Imperial Palace. Free to explore Wangfujing – known 
as the First Street in China. After dinner, enjoy an exciting Gung Fu Show for the 
evening entertainment.  
 

Sep14: Beijing (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner) 
Proceed to Jin Shan Park to get the best view of this great city. Tour the immaculate 
Summer Palace also known as Yiheyuan. This Imperial Garden covers an area of 290 
hectares. Longevity Hill and Kunming Lake are the few beautiful sites in Summer 
Palace.  Thereafter, take a Trishaw ride touring the Hutong.  
 

Sep15: Beijing (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner) 
Today is the highlight of our China tour, the climbing of the Great Wall of China, at 
Ju Yong Guan Pass which was first built in the Warring States period (475-221BC) as 
a series of earthworks erected by individual kingdoms as a defense against each other 
as well as from invasions from the north. The present day wall was left from the Ming 
dynasty. Continue our visit to Jade factory. After dinner, head for Olympic Park as 
Olympic 2008 National Stadium (Birdnest) and National Aquatics Center (Water Cube). 
 

Sep16:  Beijing (Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner) 
Proceed to Niu Jie Mosque & enjoy shopping spree at Niu Jie market. Niu Jie Mosque 
is Beijing's largest and oldest mosque and the spiritual center for the city's estimated 
200,000 Muslims. The mosque was constructed by two Arabs in 995. Throughout the 
Yuan, Ming and Qing periods (13th-19th C), it underwent several alterations and since 
1949 it has been repeatedly restored.  Then make a stop at Yaxiu Market and Xiu Shui 
Market for your shopping spree.

Transfer to airport for your flight back to Brunei.
